 The Common Council for the City of New Lisbon met in a special session on Wednesday, April 1, 2026, at 4:00 PM in the New Lisbon Community Room with the following members present: Mayor Mark Toelle, Alderpeople Marv Newlun, Sheldon LaBudda, and Ken Southworth. Morgan Reichhoff was absent. Also present: City Administrator Angela Schultz, Clerk Jen Pedersen, and Fire Chief/Water & Sewer Lead Joe Willard. A motion was made by Newlun, seconded by LaBudda, to approve the City of New Lisbon meeting minutes from March 16, 2026. With a voice vote, all members present voted “aye.” Motion carried.
During public comment, Derek Jensen requested permission to place his 1987 International Skoolie on seasonal site #8 in Riverside Campground, noting that he plans on making renovations to make it more aesthetically pleasing.
Southworth made a motion, seconded by LaBudda, to approve a partial contract to Riverland Exteriors for GAF HDZ shingles on specified municipal buildings for a total of $153,995.00. In a roll call vote, LaBudda, Newlun, and Southworth voted “aye.” Motion carried. Newlun moved, seconded by LaBudda, to approve a temporary Class “B” Retailers License to the New Lisbon Chamber for the Wine Walk and Wa Du Shuda Days. With a voice vote, all members voted “aye.” Motion carried.
Newlun made a motion, seconded by Southworth, to deny the approval of the 1987 International Skoolie in the seasonal site at Riverside Campground. With a voice vote, all members voted “aye.” Motion carried.
