expansion and/or contraction. In order to perform the work, ALL IN Painting will need to work on or
around other areas of the structure and is not responsible for damage to landscaping, trees, shrubs,
paint or paint chips in grass, roofs, windows, gutters, downspouts, etc. that may be used to support a
ladder or human painter for paint access. Cracks will be properly prepared as indicated at time of job,
but will not be covered under this warranty. The exclusion also includes: Painted or stained horizontal
walking surfaces or fences (i.e. Decks, floors, fences, and steps), dirt and mildew accumulation; paint
failure due to rotted wood, structural defects, moisture intrusion, failure of previous paint coatings and
insect infestation, cabinetry caulk bust out on floating panels due to expansion and humidity. ALL IN
Painting is not responsible for differences in paint color when performing warranty work.

Hold Harmless: Due to past issues with the integrity of floors outside of ALL IN Painting, LLC. control,
ALL IN Painting, LLC. is not responsible for any damage to floor surfaces caused by the adhesion of our
tape. ALL IN Painting will use best practices and industry standards to protect floors. If you do not
agree with this Hold Harmless, you have the right to protect your floors on your own and we will remove
the costs associated with floor protection.

Includes sealing gap in block around wood panel on left elevation with a masonry sealant.

Exterior Set-up & Surface Preparation:
Cleaning/Washing: Areas to receive paint will be cleaned and free of dirt, dust, mildew, and other contaminants. Cleaning

practices will be evaluated for best practices and could include pressure washing, applying detergent, sweeping or dusting, and

compressed air.
Surface Protection: Adjacent surfaces not being painted will be covered to protect from paint drips and overspray.
Scraping: Loose, peeling, or blistering paint will be removed to provide a sound surface to ensure proper adhesion of new

prime or finish coat.
Detailing: General Knockdown of visible containment on the painting surface will be accomplished by hand tooling or

mechanical wire wheel.

CONTRACTOR AND OWNER AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACTOR AND OWNER AGREEMENT (“Agreement”), executed in duplicate with each party receiving an executed original, is made between
Big Boy’s Construction, Inc. (“Contractor”) and (“Owner”).

This agreement constitutes the final, entire and integrated agreement between Owner and Contractor and supersedes all prior
negotiations,representations, proposals or contracts, either written or oral. Contractor shall not be obligated to perform any work not expressly stated
under the agreed upon contract. Any additional or different terms of Owners acceptance are hereby expressly rejected. This Agreement may be
amended only by written instrument signed by both parties.

1. Scheduling. Contractor will complete the work, subject to availability of materials and site. It is the responsibility of the
Customer toprovide Contractor access to the site and to forward timely and complete direction to Contractor so that the work of Contractor can be
performed as initially planned by Contractor.

2. Delays: Orders are subject to delay and cancellation from causes beyond Contractor’s control, including but not limited to, labor disturbances,
shortage of materials or transportation, acts of God, war or acts of Government. Any delay or delays from time to time occurring caused by Owner or any
third party or as a result of fire, earthquake or other acts of God shall not be attributed to Contractor, nor shall Contractor be liable for any such delays. It
is being recognized that from time to time the Contractor on a project of this magnitude is confronted by delays within or beyond its control.
Nevertheless, immediately after the cause of such delay or delays is removed, Contractor shall resume and continue performance in accordance with
the schedule established for the work. Contractorshall not be liable for any damages sustained by any such delay or disruption of the Contractor’s
work.

3. Site Inspection and Completeness of Drawings. Customer warrants that upon notification to start work, that the area is

ready toreceive Contractor’s work. Contractor is not obligated to discover defects or deficiencies in plans, documents, the site, or materials furnished
by others that can not be found with simple visual inspection by another in the same trade. Contractor is entitled to rely on the accuracy of the plans,
specifications and Customer’s directions or instructions.

4. Changes in the Work. The Customer may request changes or modifications in the scope of Contractor’s work. These requests may be agreed
upon orally or in writing. If agreed upon in writing, such changes or modifications shall be identified and agreed upon in a written change order
prepared by Contractor and signed by both parties. Unless otherwise agreed by written change order, all changes and modifications ordered by the
Customer shall be billed by Contractor and paid by Customer as provided herein. Payment for all changed and modified work shall be due at the time
of the next invoice for payment. Labor will be billed and paid at the following rates: Superintendent $105.00 per hour; Roofers $85.00 per hour; All labor
rates may be substantially more or less than the actual cost of labor to the Contractor and include Contractor’s labor burden, indirect and direct
overhead. All materials, equipment, subcontractors, fees, permits, and other direct costs will be

changed at list price plus 20% Contractor’s fee. Any professional fees, costs, or studiesrequested by the Customer or required by government officials
will be paid by Customer.

5. Mold and Other Environmental Hazards: Owner acknowledges that Contractor is not an abatement contractor or indoor air quality professional.
Owner acknowledges that the roofing process may result in the aerosolization of microbial spores and other dust particles. Contractor shall not be
obligated to perform any work to correct, abate, or remediate microbial contamination. Contractor shall not under any circumstances be liable for any
damage or injury to person or property which occurs because of the presence or aerosolization of mold or dust. Furthermore, Owner shall protect,
defend, and fully indemnify Contractor against all liability for any claims and or losses which arise out of or are in any way connected to microbial
contamination.

6. Asbestos: In the event that any materials (insulation, forming, etc.) containing asbestos and/or asbestos fibers present in any form and Contractor
has not been notified and/or is unaware of such materials after being contracted to perform any work where asbestos containing materials are
present, whereupon said materials are discovered by a new roofing system and/or

any repairs, the Contractorcannot be held responsible for any financial or legal repercussions related to any said materials, or any related work, within
the boundaries of the original Agreement. Therefore, the owner has the option to test for asbestos before Contractor performs any work.

7. Damage to Property. Contractor prides itself on professional and courteous service, but customer acknowledges that an employee or agent of
Contractor has informed them that damages to real or personal property, including but not limited to: buildings and driveways, sidewalks, stairs, trees
and other landscaping may result from the delivery or attempted delivery of building and roofing materials at or adjacent to the project site. Customer
understands the risk involved and authorizes

Contractor and its material supply vendors toattempt the delivery. Material Supplier will be responsible for any damages to the driveway/parking lots
caused by the weight of the delivery vehicles. Before the project begins, Big Boy’s Construction will take

photos of the driveway, sidewalks, elevations, and completea site walk thru with a company representative to ensure previous damages are noted and
both parties are aware. After all of the work has been completed, Big Boy’s Construction will take completion photos and complete a final walk thru with
a company representative to ensure no damages occurred during the installation process. On re-roofing projects, Contractor may remove skylights,
vents, satellite dishes, television antennas,

HVAC equipment, etc. in order to repair and/or install the roof. Contractor is not responsible for damage orbreakage to any of these items, especially
skylights that have become brittle and easily breakable over the years. Contractor will exercise normal care in removing and replacing these items, but
is not responsible for damage, breakage, or inadequate receptions following re-

installations of satellite dishes, television antennas, etc. If Big Boy’s Construction needs to have a licensed HVAC company

or Dishcompany remove and re-install any componets, that cost will be covered by Big Boy’s Construction, not the customer.

8. Hidden Conditions: If, after commencement of work, Contractor discovers hidden conditions that in Contractor’s reasonable opinion, require
additional or different work either by Contractor or other trades in order to ensure a quality roofing job, Contractor shall give Owner prompt notice
thereof together with recommendations or proposals for the additional or different work. If Owner fails to advise Contractor of its decision with respect
to Contractor’'s recommendations or proposals within a

reasonable time, but not more than 24hours after Contractor’s Notice, then Contractor shall have no obligation to proceed with the work. In such event,



Contractor may terminate this Agreement and may concurrently invoice Owner for the work accomplished to the date of termination.

9. Ponding and Collection of Water: Contractor shall not be responsible for correcting existing roof surfaces to eliminate ponding or collection of
water unless expressly included in the written specifications herein.

10. TV Antennas, Air Conditioners, Mechanical and Plumbing Penetrations: Contractor will use reasonable care but shall not be responsible for
skylights, satellite dishes, TV antennas, guide wires or adjustment of sets. Owner is responsible for contracting Department of Water and Power
concerning the disconnecting and reinstallation of electrical weather head. Contractor will take care in disconnection of all penetrations including, but
not limited to, air conditioner units, plumbing vents, B-Vents, and chimney flues but Contractor shall not be responsible for the correct reinstallation of
such equipment, which we recommend be done by a qualified professional.

11. Clean Up: Owner agrees that he/she is aware of the possibility of significant amounts of debris and dust being generated during the performance
of demolition of the original roof and the application of roofing process. Big Boy’s Construction will do its best to protect all landscaping, windows,
sidewalks, etc. during the demolition process. If damages occur during the

installation process, the customer willbe notified and the price will change accordingly. (For example: swimming pools, garage areas, attic space,
open beam ceiling areas.).

12. Termite, Dryrot, & Deterioation. On re-roofing projects, Contractor will perform only a limited review of the roof decking for deterioration. Contractor
does not guarantee or warrant that deterioration will be discovered or structural inadequacies identified. Any such work shall be an extra charge.

13. Suspension or Termination. In the event of suspension of work by the Customer, Customer’s liability to Contractor shall be paid in full for all work
performed up to the day of suspension, mobilization and remobilization of costs resulting from the suspension and an equitable adjustment of the
schedule. In the event of termination by the Owner that is not justified by a

material default of Contractor isentitled to payment from customer for all costs incurred by the Contractor for which Contractor has not received
payment, including but not limited to reasonable overhead, profit, expenses and damages including attorney’s fees and interest, including profit on
unperformed work.

14. Owners Maintenance Responsibilities. Good housekeeping for your roof requires the removal of all leaf litter, needles, and debris that
accumulate over time. To promote drying, remove overhanging branches that excessively shade roof sections. Never allow tree branches to touch and
rub against the surface of the roof. Removing the debris accumulation is relatively simple for a roof care professional. A stiff broom or blower is handy
for removing all leaf and needle litter.

15. Year Limited Warranty Big Boy's Construction offers a year limited warranty, the terms of which are
incorporated in this agreement.

A. Contractor warrants that all labor and taxes will be paid for, and there will be no potential lien claimants upon the completion of work and final
payment to Contractor. All work will be performed in a commercially reasonable manner and there will be no significant defects in workmanship.
Contractor will promptly return to the project and repair or replace, as necessary any significant defect in workmanship at Contractor’s sole expense.
Contractor’s warranty is for years for the original owner,unless stated differently on scope of work. Any warranty claim of Contractor or Customer shall
accrue only during the warranty period.

18. Arbitration: Any controversy or claim arising out of, or relating to this Agreement, or the making, performance, or interpretation of it, shall be settled
by arbitration in the County of Marion, State of Indiana under the commercial arbitration

rules of the AmericanArbitration Association or JAMS/Endispute then existing. Arbitration may be invoked by either party by

way of written communicationdemanding arbitration. Judgment on the arbitration award may be entered in any court having jurisdiction over the subject
matter of the controversy.

19. Attorney’s Fees: Should it be necessary to institute legal proceedings for the enforcement of this Agreement, the prevailing

party inany such litigation, shall be entitled to recover all court costs and reasonable attorney’s fees incurred in prosecuting or defending said action.
Contractor’s contractual right to attorney’s fees incurred on account of any breach of this Agreement includes any action to collect amounts owed
pursuant to this Agreement, or to foreclose on liens created by Contractor’s performance of the work.

20. Governing Law: Unless otherwise specified, the laws of the State of Indiana in effect at the time of the Project shall govern with reference to this
Agreement.

21. Payment. Payment shall be due upon receipt of invoice, net 30 days of when the final invoice has been sent unless otherwise
specifiedin the contract. Interest shall become due and payable on any billing that remains unpaid past the payment due date. Interest shall be at 10
percent.

22. Retainage. Customer shall not deduct a percentage retaining from Contractor’s payments

23. Correction or Completion of Work. Prior to making final payment, the Customer may personally review the work performed by Contractor and
make note(s) of any items in which the Customer believes need to be corrected or completed. This is called a punch list. The punch list shall be in
writing and will be signed and dated by the Customer. There will be only one punch list. The Contractor shall be given access and opportunity to
perform all work identified on the punch list. The Customer shall not offset the cost of completing any work stated on the punch list against any balance
owed to the Contractor, nor shall the

Customer or any alternative Contractor performor complete any work within the scope Contractor’'s work. Customer’s failure to prepare and submit a
punch list within fifteen (15) days of receiving Contractor’s final invoice shall be deemed acceptance of the Contractor’s work and all further claims
shall be limited to those claims available under Contractor’s LIMITED WARRANTY.
