A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF FORTVILLE, INDIANA  
AMENDING THE 2014 FORTVILLE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN  

ADOPTING A NEW 10-YEAR LAND USE MAP 
    

 
 WHEREAS, in order to provide for the public health, safety, and general welfare, the 
ongoing orderly and harmonious growth of the Town of Fortville, and efficiency and economy in 
the process of development, it is necessary from time to time to update the Comprehensive Plan; 
and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Town Council of Fortville, Indiana has determined that the current 2016 
Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map adopted on March 7, 2016 via Resolution No. 2016-3A 
including its categories and descriptions should be amended; and   
 
 WHEREAS, the Fortville Advisory Plan Commission at a regular meeting on September 
24, 2024 held a public hearing and provided an opportunity for remonstrance concerning the 
Comprehensive Plan Amendment be heard and considered; and   
 
 WHEREAS, the Fortville Advisory Plan Commission forwarded its recommendation 
concerning the proposed Comprehensive Plan Amendment to the Fortville Town Council; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the proposed Comprehensive Plan Maps and description of categories are 
attached as exhibits; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Fortville Town Council finds that it is in the best interest of the Town of 
Fortville to adopt the proposed Comprehensive Plan Amendment, replacing the 2016 map 
entirely; and 
 
  
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN 
OF FORTVILLE, INDIANA AS FOLLOWS: 

 
1.  The proposed Comprehensive Plan Amendment is adopted by the Fortville Town 

Council. 
 
2. As the map includes changes requested by the Town Council after certification by 

the Plan Commission, the Comprehensive Plan Amendment shall be effective immediately upon 
approval of the changes by the Plan Commission at their meeting on November 26, 2024.

• Coverage area is 

ambiguous.
• Anticipated very little 

residential growth; 
Predominately 
agricultural.

• Does not set a vision for 
future Town 
boundaries/buildout 
area.  Does not answer 
the question of how big 
the town will actually be 
geographically in the 
future.

of the existing plan; Creates a 
clearer vision of uses and 
future boundaries.

Land Use Categories

Visual Examples and Descriptions
to Accompany Maps



Land Use Category:  Agricultural
• Generally, are flat large areas of farmland.
• Can include homestead homes.
• May contain floodplain and/or floodways.
• Located east of CR 50 West and south of CR 700 North.

• Keep these areas as scenic productive farmland for as long as 
possible; Prohibit suburban sprawl in these areas; Well & septic OK.

• Functions as a de facto growth boundary.
• As the Town grows outward, these areas could be identified for more 

suburban development beyond 2034.  



Land Use Category:  Residential - Estate / Rural
• Generally, properties that are at least 1 acre in size.
• Single-family, typically custom built.
• Properties may contain floodplain or floodway and are therefore 

usually more challenging to develop for suburban tract home 
development. 

• Can be found throughout the planning area.
• Could be on well and septic if no municipal water and sewer is 

available
• Can also be developed into a large-lot subdivision (1 acre+).



Proposed Land Use Category
Residential – Suburban

Land Use Category:  Residential - Suburban
• Generally, intended for high-quality tract home communities by major national 

homebuilders with a good amount of curb appeal.  Could be in PUDs.
• Usually, land that is flat and easy to develop (i.e. no major floodplain issues); 

Typically, would be acquired by a developer from a single landowner. 
• Usual typical suburban lot sizes – 50’ to 65’ width.
• On municipal utilities – Town water and sewer.



Proposed Land Use Category

Residential – Neo-Traditional

Land Use Category:  Residential – Traditional / Neo-Traditional
• Classic pre-WWII style development

• Could have detached garages, porches.
• Could be alley-loaded development.
• Garages, if front loaded and attached, are pushed back.
• Traditional architecture.
• Could be on lots less than 50’ wide.
• Shallow setbacks.
• 1-2 family.



Proposed Land Use Category

Multi-Family - Suburban

Land Use Category:  Multi-Family - Suburban
• Generally, no higher than 3 stories.
• Not intended to be mixed-use.
• Could be in the form of an apartment complex or attached 

condominiums.



Proposed Land Use Category
Multi-Family and/or Commercial – Small Town/Urban

Land Use Category:  Multi-Family / Commercial – Small Town / Urban
• Mixed-used district; Similar to existing pre-WWII commercial development found in a small town – i.e. Main Street
• Could be all commercial, all multi-family, or a mix.
• Could feature commercial on the first floor, residential units above.
• Generally, no higher than 3 stories.
• Shallow or no front setbacks; Up to right-of-way; Very walkable areas.



Proposed Land Use Category
Commercial – Suburban

Land Use Category:  Commercial - Suburban
• Generally, intended for quality suburban chain development, retail or services.
• Could include good quality small commercial strip plazas. 
• More auto-oriented development, with a walkable component.
• Could also include other smaller commercial uses – self-storage, small 

warehouses.



Proposed Land Use Category

Industrial

Land Use Category:  Industrial / Flex Office
• Generally, intended for light industrial development – 

smaller warehouses.
• Similar to buildings in the existing Fortville Industrial Park 

and Debo Cook Industrial Park off of 1000 West/96th Street.
• Can also include office developments.
• Not anticipated to have large-scale industrial warehouses 

like the Mt. Comfort Corridor.

Institutional

Land Use Category:  Institutional
• Includes churches, government-owned land, schools, 

cemeteries, etc.

• Includes public parks, private HOA-owned parks.
