A Special Meeting of Town of Lincoln (ToL) Board of Supervisors (BoS) took place on Tuesday, January 13, 2026 at 6:00pm.   Chairman Jerabek called the meeting to order. Others present were Mick Sagrillo, Ron McClure, Supervisors Dave Routhieaux and Tony Strnad.
This Special Meeting of the Board of Supervisors was held to discuss 2027 contract and issues with snow plowing for the roads in the Town of Lincoln.  Ron McClure reported on how he prioritizes roads to be plowed first: needs for water depot, ambulances/firetrucks, school buses and workers for big farms. He tries to be economical by waiting until the snow is almost done. Jerabek noted per his research, other Towns prioritize the same way and are required to have roads passable & if less than 3” cleared within 72 hours. McClure noted he has never charged the Town of Lincoln overtime (which runs from Saturday midnight through Sunday), tries to use equipment with lowest rate, & wants to have the best roads, but needs residents to be patient. It takes one plow truck an average of 12 hours to clean up. Wings on his trucks have been broken 3x on trucks after hitting snow pushed across the roads by residents. He reports getting out of the truck to stand up mailboxes and move garbage containers out of the way. Another problem is cars parked on the road; he has now been calling the sheriff on these. He welcomes the comments from the Board & would like to set up a group text with the Board for communicating.  Jerabek would like to mail a letter to ToL residents about snow plowing and expectations with mailboxes & garbage cans being out of the road, etc.  Per other Towns, they are receiving the same type of complaints and dealing with same budget and decision-making issues. All agreed KFI has been great to work with and noted their use of their own equipment & salt on roads. Supervisor Routhieaux noted he rides the roads in neighboring Towns & checks out complaints first before making a call and believes ToL has superior roads.
