          The South Manheim Township Board of Supervisors met Wednesday, October 22, 2025 starting at 3:00 p.m. to conduct their Semi-Annual Road Tour Inspection and to address any other business that comes before the Board.  
     Those in attendance were Supervisor John Brennan, Supervisor Ingaglio, Supervisor Joy, Secretary Kelly Handling and Road Master Corby Lewis. 
    Under New Business the Board briefly discussed the consolidation of lots in Lake Wynonah, Ordinance # 96. Supervisor Brennan noted that making the consolidation of lots in Lake Wynonah less cumbersome could result in more “greenspace.” This might be accomplished by removing the Plot Plan requirement from Ordinance # 96. It was noted that Planning Commission Secretary, Lorraine Phillips, will discuss the matter with the Chairman of the Planning Commission, Greg Wolf.

     The Board also discussed adopting an ordinance to increase Supervisor’s Compensation under the new bill passed. It was noted that this increase will not effect any sitting Supervisors in their current term. After a brief discussion, the Board authorized Secretary Handling to request Solicitor Hobbs review the Supervisor Compensation Ordinance template provided by PSATS and make any adjustments necessary to change future Supervisors compensation to $3,145. 00 per year, payable in monthly installments for review at the November meeting.
