1. Call to Order
Chairman Brennan called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m., followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy, to approve the minutes of the October 1, 2025, regular meeting and the October 22, 2025 Road Tour meeting as presented. The motion carried unanimously.

· Elizabeth Chismar, 695 West Deerview Drive, reported she joined the Schuylkill Haven Free Public Library Board and requested consideration of a donation. The Board agreed to address it under New Business.
· Daniel D’Arco, 1480 Summer Hill Road, asked about the Township’s Emergency Management Coordinator. The Board confirmed the EMC is Rick Alspach. He suggested maintaining an inventory of basic medical supplies for potential turnover to the County before expiration.
· Supervisor Brennan highlighted Correspondence #37 from LWPOA regarding the Lake Wynonah drawdown at DEP’s directive. He announced informational meetings for residents on November 6 at 6:00 p.m. and November 8 at 4:00 p.m.


7. Solicitor’s Report 
Solicitor Hobbs was running late in court and will address the Board later in the meeting.

8. Planning and Zoning Commission
No meeting was held in October due to a lack of business.

9. Zoning Enforcement Officer’s Report
The ZEO report from Systems Design Engineering covering September 21–October 18, 2025 was reviewed, along with the September and October UCC administrative fee reports.
A motion to accept the reports was made by Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy. Motion carried unanimously. Copies are attached to the office copy of the minutes.

10. Sewage Enforcement Officer’s Report
No sewage reports were received for October. 

11. Unfinished Business
· Act 537 Plan: No update.
· Complaint 1-24-(616 Berne Drive): The Board reviewed recent and initial inspection photos supplied by ZEO Steve Moyer. Significant progress has been made; no enforcement action recommended at this time.
· 762 Cheyenne Drive: Addressed later under Solicitor’s Report.
· Complaint 3-24 (2148 Montana Drive): Addressed later under Solicitor’s Report.
· Complaint 3-25: Regarding water run-off onto 1235 Sch. Mountain Road, possibly related to timbering on property behind 1235 Sch. Mountain. The Conservation District determined the timber was under 1 acre and complete. The property owner was advised to mulch and seed. The Conservation District feels the issue has been satisfactorily addressed.
· Complaint 1-25 (1480 Summer Hill Road): The Conservation District has referred the matter of earth moving/disturbance to DEP, which is working on scheduling a site visit w/ the property owner. The Conservation District will be in contact with the Township once they visit the site with DEP. Additionally, it was noted that at the October 2025 meeting, several residents raised concerns about additional issues related to this property, including loud music, disruptive lighting and the operation of heavy equipment at all hours. Secretary Handling reported that a warning letter dated October 17, 2025 was sent to the property owner. Mr. D’Arco, 1480 Summer Hill Road, asked what DEP has to do with this complaint, stating he was told it was related to noise and light.

12. New Business
· 2026 Proposed Budget: The budget meeting was recessed to hold tonight’s regular meeting. The Board planned to later reconvene to finalize tentative approval and authorize advertisement.
· Complaint 5-25: A complaint was received alleging several violations including a garage being converted to a 2nd residence without permits, operation of multiple home occupations, RV setback, & multi-family residence. Upon motion of Supervisor Joy, seconded by Supervisor Brennan, authorization was given for Steve Moyer, ZEO to investigate. This motion unanimously carried.
· Zoning Hearing Board: Upon motion of Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy, David Wolfe was reappointed as member to the South Manheim Township Zoning Hearing Board (res. # 9-25). This motion unanimously carried.              
· 97 Meadow Drive: The Board reviewed an email from Christian DeAngelo who is interested in purchasing the property at 97 Meadow Drive. Mr. DeAngelo seeks zoning guidance regarding an outdoor/indoor event venue concept. ZEO Moyer advised the closest comparable use is “Social and Recreation Facility," and a land development plan and compliance review will be required (parking, signage, floodplain, access, sewage, stormwater, lighting, etc.).  The Board asked that Mr. Moyer make Mr. DeAngelo aware of the requirements he listed including the Land Development plan & additional zoning regulations.
· Lake Wynonah-Consolidation of Lots: Supervisor Brennan requested the Planning Commission’s input on simplifying the process under Ordinance #96 for lot consolidations in low-density residential districts, especially by removing the requirement of the submission of plot plan exhibits. Lorraine Phillips noted that Greg Wolf, PC Chairman, requested guidance from Solicitor Hobbs. Ms. Phillips noted that Ordinance # 96 is already an amendment to the SALDO and the PC would like to know whether it could be amended via an additional amendment or some other process. After a brief discussion, the Board determined the Planning Commission need not meet solely for this item and could address it when other business is pending. Resident, Dave Mengel, 2556 Wagon Wheel Drive, questioned whether those who already paid for it under the current process would receive any reimbursement. Resident Dan D’Arco, questioned whether changes should apply Township-wide.
· Supervisors Compensation Ordinance: Upon motion of Supervisor Joy, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, authorization was given to advertise the draft Supervisor Compensation Ordinance to be considered for adoption at the December regular meeting. It will not apply to current Supervisors until a future term. This motion unanimously carried.
· Sch. Haven Free Public Library:  Upon motion of Supervisor Joy, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, carried by all, a $600.00 donation to the Sch. Haven Free Public Library was approved. 
      
13. Approval and Payment of Bills
A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, to approve all bills for payment and authorize the transfer of $78,000 from the PLGIT Investment Fund account to the General Fund Checking account. Motion carried unanimously.

14. Public Participation
· Dave Mengel: Mr. Mengel questioned Supervisor Brennan’s statement during discussion of amending Ordinance # 96 that all lots in Lake Wynonah were previously surveyed. Mr. Mengel noted that when he requested an exemption the Township’s opinion was that pins could be off, therefore the lots had to be resurveyed as part of the annexation process.
· Dave Rieger, 40 Stony Mtn. Road: Mr. Rieger explained that he had been contacted by PPL regarding the installation of updated utility poles. They requested a 30’ clear cut to clear for the power lines. He expressed his concern, noting that he “likes the trees.” Mr. Rieger reported that he was told if he doesn’t sign the right-of-way agreement, PPL will go back and redraw the map, noting they seemed willing to negotiate. Supervisor Ingaglio agreed, explaining that he hadn’t heard from them yet, but he believes it will change the whole character of the road. Elizabeth Chismar added that she also received a phone call and email. She explained that she is going from 5 poles to 28 and the agreement also appears to give them the right for other utilities, herbicide use, brush clearing, etc. Supervisor Ingaglio suggested they form a coalition of property owners to request the utilities be put under ground. Supervisor Brenan suggested the landowners get together and meet with PPL, noting they could use the Township Building for the meeting. 
· Lorraine Phillips: Praised the road crew on the “spotlessly clean” voting area the Township road crew employees provided for election day. Ms. Phillips also noted that she does not think the rental of porta-potties is necessary.
· Dan D’Arco, 1480 Summer Hill Road: Mr. D’Arco expressed his concern that the complaint process is being weaponized, describing repeated complaints filed against him through multiple agencies. He noted, neighbors are reaching beyond ordinances into harassment. He expressed his belief that he is being “swatted.”  He urged the Township to remain objective, noting that not all complaints require action and the Township should avoid forwarding unsubstantiated complaints and consider the impact of repeated investigations. He stressed that someone came from “40 houses away” to complain about light and noise. He raised questions regarding standards for noise and lighting enforcement. He also noted that he received a knock on the door by the state police at 3:00 on a Friday afternoon which he feels is an intrusion on his rights and privacy. 

 Solicitor’s Report 
Solicitor Hobbs joined the meeting and reviewed several items of unfinished business.
· 762 Cheyenne Dr.: Solicitor Hobbs reported that the property owner is communicating with him and Marty Sowers and appears to be making a good faith effort to address the zoning violations.
· Complaint 3-24-2148 Montana Dr. : Solicitor Hobbs noted the property does not appear to have been removed from the judicial sale list. Supervisor Joy confirmed the owner remains the same.
The Board recessed the regular monthly meeting at 7:30 p.m. to complete the budget meeting, reconvening at 8:30 p.m. Upon motion of Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, the 2026 Proposed Budget was tentatively approved, and authorized for advertisement and public inspection. The 2026 Proposed Budget will be considered for adoption at the December 2025 regular monthly meeting. This motion unanimously carried.

15. Adjournment
There being no further business, a motion was made by Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Brennan, to adjourn the meeting at 8:31 p.m. The motion carried unanimously.
