1. Call to Order
Chairman Brennan called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m., followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy, to approve the minutes to the November 5, 2025, regular monthly meeting and the November 5, 2025 Budget Workshop meeting as presented. The motion carried unanimously.

Road Master Lewis presented his monthly report, which is attached and made part of the official record. He noted:

7. Solicitor’s Report 
Upon motion of Supervisor Joy, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, Ordinance # 102 establishing Supervisors Compensation was adopted. This motion unanimously carried.

8. Planning and Zoning Commission
No meeting was held in November due to a lack of business.

9. Zoning Enforcement Officer’s Report
The ZEO report from Systems Design Engineering covering October 19–November 15, 2025 was received and reviewed.
The UCC administrative report of Advanced Code Consultants for the period of Oct. 26, 2025 through November 25, 2025 was received and reviewed.
A motion to accept these reports was made by Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy. Motion carried unanimously. Copies are attached to the office copy of the minutes.

10. Sewage Enforcement Officer’s Report
The PCMA report of all PIRs as of October 31, 2025, was received and reviewed.
The January 2025 through November 2025 SEO report of Wayne Bowen was received and reviewed.
These reports were accepted upon motion of Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy, carried by all. Copies of these reports are attached becoming part of the office copy of the minutes.

11. Unfinished Business
· Act 537 Plan: No update.
· Complaint 1-24-(616 Berne Drive): No new update.
· 762 Cheyenne Drive: Solicitor Hobbs reported that Marty Sowers noted there was some progress the last time he was at the property. The Board would like Marty Sowers to get back out to the property. Solicitor Hobbs will inform Mr. Sowers.
· Complaint 3-24 (2148 Montana Drive): Solicitor Hobbs reported that the property had been taken off the Upset Sale list as they failed to post the property. There will be a Continuance Sale, probably in April 2026. He noted that the taxes on this parcel have been unpaid since 2022. There is a notice to vacate the property, but it is unclear if the owner is living there. Supervisor Brennan requested that the “stay out” signs are laminated or protected from the weather and that the property is posted correctly.
· Complaint 1-25 (1480 Summer Hill Road): Still waiting for DEP to conduct a site visit related to the earth moving activities. As far as the lighting, music, and equipment noise issue, the Board directed Steve Moyer, ZEO to take pictures from the road of the light and speaker set-up.
· Complaint 5-25: Steve Moyer performed a site visit related to the allegation that the garage had been converted to a second residence, multiple home occupations were being operated without a permit, multiple vehicles were being stored on the property, and an RV was stored that was not compliant w/ the setback regulations. Mr. Moyer provided a written report dated 11/18/25 that addressed each claim. He found no evidence of violations.
· Supervisor Compensation Ordinance: Discussed under Solicitor’s Report.
· 2026 Proposed Budget and Tax Resolution: Upon motion of Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy, the 2026 Proposed Budget and Resolution #1-2026, which sets the source of tax revenues for the 2026 budget, were adopted. This motion unanimously carried.
· Lot Consolidation in LDR District: The Board had asked the Planning Commission to provide input on simplifying the process of lot consolidation (annexation) in the LDR zoning district. Supervisor Brennan noted that the Planning Commission could wait until the new year to discuss the matter. 

12. New Business
· 2026 Meetings: Upon motion of Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, carried by all, the 2026 meetings were set and authorization to advertise was given:

It was noted that the remainder of the regular monthly Board of Supervisors meetings  will be set at the re-organization meeting. 
· Emergency Access Road: A complaint was received regarding vehicles using the Emergency Access Road at the end of Aspen Drive for non-emergencies. The Board directed Road Master Lewis to repair and replace delineators and double check that the signage is visible from both ends.
· Emergency Operations Plan: Upon motion of Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, carried by all, the Schuylkill County Basic Emergency Operation Plan was adopted and a Promulgation (res. # 10-25) signed. 
· PA Game Commission: The Board reviewed correspondence from Kevin Clouser, PA Game Commission, requesting permission to install a permanent wooden sign in the Township right-of-way, by the cul-de-sac of Bear Creek Road. The sign would provide guidance to the public to help locate the parking lot for State Game Lands 110. Installation & maintenance of the sign would be the responsibility of the PA Game Commission. Upon motion of Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy, authorization was granted to the PA Game Commission to install a parking information sign at the cul-de-sac at Bear Creek Road. Secretary Handling will provide the ordinance for signs to Mr. Clouser to ensure the size is compliant. Road Master Lewis will meet with him to determine placement. This motion unanimously carried.  
· Planning Commission-Expiring terms: Upon motion of Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy, carried by all, Greg Wolf and Wayne Scott Baum were reappointed as members to the Planning Commission Board (res # 11-25 & 12-25). Terms will expire 12/31/29.
· Scanning Estimate-Berkheimer: an estimate from Berkheimer for the scanning and converting of paper records into digital records was reviewed. It was noted that they were providing a very preliminary estimate as several factors, including, size, collation, etc. figure into the price. The Board discussed budgeting for converting the records to digital over time. The Board authorized Secretary Handling to obtain a price on imaging the Township Ordinances.
      
13. Approval and Payment of Bills
A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, to approve all bills for payment and authorize the transfer of $15,000 from the PLGIT Investment Fund account to the General Fund Checking account. Motion carried unanimously.
