2025 REORGAIZATION MEETING

1/5/26-5:00 P.M.
     The annual re-organization meeting of the South Manheim Township Board of Supervisors was held Monday, January 5, 2026, 5:00 p.m. The meeting was opened with the pledge of allegiance. Supervisor Brennan called the roll, and the following members were present, Supervisor John Brennan, Supervisor Chris Ingaglio, Supervisor Christy Joy, Road Master Corby Lewis and Secretary Treasurer Kelly Handling. 
    A motion was made by Supervisor Ingaglio, seconded by Supervisor Joy, appointing Supervisor Jack Brennan as Temporary Chairman of the South Manheim Township Board of Supervisors.  This motion unanimously carried.
     A motion was made by Supervisor Joy, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, appointing Supervisor Jack Brennan as Chairman of the South Manheim Township Board of Supervisors.  This motion unanimously carried.
     A motion was made by Supervisor Joy, seconded by Supervisor Brennan appointing Supervisor Ingaglio as Vice-Chairman of the South Manheim Township Board of Supervisors.  This motion unanimously carried.
     A motion was made by Supervisor Joy, seconded by Supervisor Brennan, reappointing Kelly Handling as Secretary-Treasurer of South Manheim Township for 2026. Regular working hours will be 9:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. with a ½ hour for lunch and the option to work from home on Fridays. This motion unanimously carried.
     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, reappointing Attorney Shane Hobbs as Solicitor to South Manheim Township for 2026 with a professional fee of $100.00 per hour. A copy of the agreement will be kept on file in the Municipal Office. This motion unanimously carried.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, naming Mid-Penn Bank as depository for the Township Checking account, the depository for the Township General Fund Investment and Liquid Fuels Account will be PLGIT for 2026 with the checks being signed by the Chairman, Vice-Chairman or Supervisor and the Secretary-Treasurer.  Included in this motion was authorization to utilize Mid-Penn Bank as depository for the South Manheim Township Tax Collector account, as well.  This motion unanimously carried. 
    A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, reappointing System’s Design Engineering, Inc., and Wayne Bowen as Sewage Enforcement Officers of South Manheim Township for 2026, per the submitted fee schedules. Also included in the motion was the appointment of JB Environmental Services, LLC as alternate sewage enforcement officer per submitted fee schedule. These schedules will be kept on file in the Municipal Office. This motion unanimously carried.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, reappointing System’s Design Engineering, Inc. as Zoning Enforcement Officer for 2026 per the submitted fee schedule for professional services. A copy of the fee statement will be kept on file in the Municipal Office. This motion unanimously carried.
     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, appointing Light-Heigel & Associates, Inc. and Advanced Code Consultants as building code enforcement officers for 2026, per the submitted fee schedules. Copies of the agreements will be kept on file in the Municipal Office. This motion unanimously carried. 

    A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, limiting the professional fee for the Zoning Hearing Board Solicitor to no more than $125.00 an hour. This motion unanimously carried.
          A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting the compensation for the members of the Zoning Hearing Board for 2026 at seventy-five dollars ($75) per hearing. This motion unanimously carried.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting the compensation for the Township’s Planning and Zoning Commission at seventy-five dollars ($75.00) per meeting attendance for 2026. This motion unanimously carried.
    A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting the compensation of the Secretary to the Township’s Planning and Zoning Commission at seventy-five dollars ($75.00) per meeting attendance for 2026. This motion unanimously carried.

          A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, naming Comcast as provider for phone and internet services for South Manheim Township for 2026. This motion unanimously carried. 
     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, authorizing mileage reimbursement to be paid to Township employees when using their own personal vehicles for Township business at the 2026 Federal Reimbursement rate, as it is regulated. This motion unanimously carried. 
     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting the compensation for Rick Alspach when he is acting as the Township’s Emergency Management Coordinator at $25.00 per hour for training, meetings, etc. outside of his normal workday. During working hours, he will receive his regular hourly compensation. Additionally, he will receive mileage reimbursement at the 2026 Federal reimbursement rate when using his personal vehicle for EMC business. This motion unanimously carried.

    A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Ingaglio, appointing Supervisor Brennan as the Township delegate to the Southern Schuylkill Council of Governments for 2026 and appointing Supervisor Joy as alternate delegate. This motion unanimously carried.
     The compensation for Supervisor Ingaglio, as cleaning person for the Municipal office, will be set by the Board of Auditors.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, appointing Hamilton Handling III as Chairman of the Vacancy Hearing Board for 2026.   This motion unanimously carried. 

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, reappointing Mrs. Lorraine Phillips as substitute secretary for 2026 and Dawn Turitto as alternate substitute secretary for 2026. This motion unanimously carried.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, reaffirming the adoption of resolution 2-2023, signing a 5-year engagement letter appointing the C.P.A. firm of Jones & Company to perform the 2023 through 2026 audits as follows: 

2023-$5250.00; 2024-$5400.00; 2025-$5550.00; 2026-$5700.00

 This motion unanimously carried.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting the Treasurer’s Bond at $500,000.00. This motion unanimously carried.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting paid holidays the same as 2025. Paid holidays will include Good Friday, Memorial Day, 4th of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, Friday after Thanksgiving, 1st Monday of deer season, Christmas, New Year’s Day, and General and Primary Election Day. This motion unanimously carried.

     It was noted that medical benefits for employees will be reviewed at the end of the policy period (April 2026). 

    A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting the Road Crew employees’ working hours as follows:  7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. when lunch is taken and 7:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. when employees work through lunch, for paving, etc. Employees will be allowed seven (7) minutes late time per week, thereafter, paying in ¼-hour increments: employees will be paid by the clock when working during a snowstorm.  In addition, road crew employees will be paid a three-hour minimum for weather and road related emergency call outs.  The exclusions to this rule will include but not be limited to training and meetings. The Road Master will be paid for checking roads with the stipulation that he must punch in and out and use a Township vehicle.  This motion unanimously carried.  

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting an overtime policy stating that the pay week runs from Sunday through Saturday. Overtime will be paid for any hours over forty (40) during a pay week. This motion unanimously carried. 

      A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting vacation hours as follows:  Employees will receive 40 hours vacation after probationary period; 80 hours vacation after two years; 120 hours vacation after seven (7) years of employment and; 160 hours vacation after fifteen (15) years of employment.  Employees will be allowed to carry over one hundred (160) hours of vacation for two years. Any leftover hours not used will be lost. This motion unanimously carried.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, appointing Secretary Handling as the PSATS Voting Delegate for the 2026 conference.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, authorizing employees to attend the 2026 PSATS Conference. This motion unanimously carried. 

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, setting the regular monthly meetings for the 1st Wednesday of each month, 6:00 p.m. with the exception of January 2026 which was previously set. Included in this motion was authorization to advertise the meetings. This motion unanimously carried.

    An executive session was called at 5:30 p.m. to discuss personnel matters. The meeting reconvened at 5:33 p.m.

     A motion was made by Supervisor Brennan, seconded by Supervisor Joy, providing a 3% increase for all employees. This motion unanimously carried.
