REGULAR BUSINESS:

Discussion and action on request of Erin O'Bovle, agent, on behalf of Reassurance
Development, property owner, to operate a home occupation at a residence that is

proposed for construction at 215 S. Sawyer Road (SUMT0716985).

Planner Barrows reviewed the Summary contained in the Plan Commission packet; it is to
acknowledge the proposal as formal action to approve the use is not required. Planner
Barrows reviewed conditions as follows.

Section 111-100(f) allows for home occupations as an accessory use of residential premises,
provided several conditions are met. The conditions are as follows:

March 21, 2004
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1) Such use remains clearly incidental and secondary to the principal use as a residence.
It appears this condition is met.

2) Such use shall not constitute more than 25 percent of the floor area of the structures
on the premises. The dance studio area consists of 23.7% % of the floor area of all
structures proposed on the premises.

3) The owner maintains the residential character of the structures and premises in a
manner compatible with the residential neighborhood so as not to adversely affect
neighboring properties. The owner agrees to comply with this condition.

4) Such use shall not include the operation of any machinery, tools, or other appliances
in @ manner that would create noise or other nuisance factors in excess of those
typical to residential usage. No operation of equipment is proposed.

5) Such use shall not have any identification, other than the property or owner, and limit
signage to a non-illuminated sign not in excess of three-square feet in area. The
applicant is proposing a 3 sq. ft. sign placed on a pole near the road right-of-way of
Sawyer Road. The total pole height would be 3 ft. and the bottom of the sign would
be 1 ft. from ground. Signs less than 15 sq. ft. that are located aft least 1 ft. from the
street yard and more than 5 ft. from the side and rear lot lines are exempt from
permitting in residential districts. The sign shall not obstruct visibility or movement of
vehicles or pedestrians, or otherwise cause any hazard to any person or property. Signs
must be located outside of vision setback lines. Plan Staff recommended the
applicant use two poles to help stabilize the sign during high winds.

6) Such use shall not require outside storage of materials to a degree considered by the
zoning administrator incompatible to the residential character of the premises. No
outside storage is proposed related to the business operations.

7) Such use shall not include the removal of sand, gravel, stone, topsoil or peat moss for
commercial purposes or the sale of trees, plants or nursery stock. Not applicable.

8) Such use shall provide off-street parking area compatible with the residential
character. The applicant is proposing to use the proposed driveway for parking which
includes a large parking pad near the proposed attached garage. The south side of
the parking pad is 80 ft. deep x 23 ft. wide, which provides ample space for three
venhicles.

The petitioner Erin O'Boyle answers questions from the plan commission on number of
attendees, parking, type of business. Group classes are Tuesday evenings. Plan
Commissioners state that parking must be able to accommodate the number of attendees.

MOTION: (Murray, Schmitter) to acknowledge the home occupation as presented for Social
Style Dance. According to the applicant and as presented, the proposed use will comply
with the provisions of Section 111-100(f) Home occupation of the Village of Summit Zoning
and Shoreland Ordinance. Planner will have to review any signage. - Carried

Discussion and action on request of Paul & Anne Miller, on behalf of Golden Lake LLC,

property owner, to alter the fopoaraphy on property at 333 N. Golden Cedar Lane
(SUMT0695022).
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Planner Barrows reviewed the summary provided in the Plan Commission pack.

Kyle Kolman - Seasonal Servies — Landscape Architect
Rob Miller - Rob Miller Homes - Builder

Addressed the Plan Commission and reviewed the current plan, with possible impacts. The
inifial plan is presented. There is a rain garden to the south that will catch water and allow it
to percolate into the soil. If there is heavy rain there is a pipe for drainage.

A next-door neighbor to the south expressed concern about drainage and grading into a
tfree. The revision is fo move the rain garden and low berm to the north and east to resolve
drainage issues.

Additional conversation is had about adverse drainage and neighbors having access to the
plan prior to approval.

There is addifional conversation relating to fill and amount of fill being compatible with
neighbors. The Plan Commission determines they would make a recommendation up to the
860 and leave it to staff and contractors to blend in with neighbors.

MOTION: (Murray, Schmitter) to deny the applicant’s request to modify the grading plan as
presented at the March 21, 2024 Plan Commission meeting, but allow Staff to review and
administratively approve a revised grading plan that aligns with the topography on the
adjacent properties and eliminates adverse drainage. Confour changes would not exceed
860 on any of property being worked on*. Drainage would need to be directed toward the
lake, not the adjacent properties. Any revisions to the previously approved plan would
require review and approval by the Zoning Administrator and Village Engineer through the
issuance of an Erosion Control Permit. If a stormwater catchment device is required, a
maintenance agreement shall be approved by Village Staff and recorded with Waukesha
County Register of Deeds. Plan Commission will resolve any questions, concerns, and or
dispufes related to the revised plan. Any revised plan would have fo blend with the
fopography on neighbors’ properties. All necessary state and federal permits shall be
granted prior fo the grading activities taking place in accordance with chapter 30
regulations. *(lakeside of residence beyond the patio being worked on.) - Carried

The Conditional Use Permit
was effective for a continued term of five years, through January 1, 2024, with an option to
renew for additional terms. On April 16, 2024, the applicant applied to renew the Conditional
Use Permit for another five years [January 1, 2029] with no changes to the March 2019 approval.
The Village of Summit has received no complaints since the original approval.

The property owner happens to own the adjacent three-acre property to the east, but that property
is not currently part of the Conditional Use Permit. The outdoor fenced area that accommodates
the dogs does abut the east lot line. The planner will schedule a site inspection prior to the Plan
Commission meeting to ensure the property is in compliance with the existing Conditional Use
Permit. A summary of operations is included in the packet.

A. This conditional use is granted to permit a hobby kennel for up to seven (7) dogs
more than 6 months of age, and related facilities on the subject property, subject to
the following conditions:

2. USE: Kennel runs within the detached garage shall be used for the housing of up
to six dogs more than 6 months of age, specifically, post-maternal female
Labrador Retrievers. Other dogs more than 6 months of age may be on the
property as pets of the owner, but in no case shall there be more than seven (7)
dogs more than 6 months of age on the property at any one time.

3. BUILDING: The kennel building shall consist of the existing 875 square foot
garage, with an outdoor run area of approximately 6,000 square feet. This
building may not be expanded or relocated without permission of the Plan
Commission. The existing building meets the required setbacks.

4. OUTDOOR LIGHTING: Outdoor lighting, if any, shall be no more than standard
residential fixtures of ordinary residential intensity.

5. EMPLOYEES: No employees are permitted as part of the conditional use permit.

6. GARBAGE, REFUSE AND WASTE MATERIAL: Garbage, refuse and waste
products shall not be stored outside the building and any garbage or refuse shall
be disposed of through the usual weekly trash pickup. Animal waste material
accumulated shall be periodically spread on the farm field to the east of the
kennel.

7. NOISE: If there shall be complaints about unusual noise, inconsistent with the
normal residential character of the neighborhood, the Plan Commission shall hold
a public hearing, upon due notice, and shall make reasonable rules and regulations
in such regard.

8. NOT TRANSFERABLE: This Conditional Use Permit is issued specifically to
the Petitioner.

Nothing in this order shall be deemed to authorize any public or
private nuisance or to constitute a waiver, exemption or exception to any law,
ordinance, order or rule of either the Village of Summit, the County of Waukesha, the
State of Wisconsin, the United States of America or other duly constituted authority,
except only to the extent that it authorizes the use of the premises above described in
any specific respects described herein. This order shall not be deemed to constitute a
building permit, nor shall this order constitute any other license or permit required by
the Village ordinance or other law.

. This conditional use hereby authorized shall be confined to the premises described,
without extension or expansion other than as noted herein, and shall not vary from the
purposes herein mentioned unless expressly authorized in writing by the Plan
Commission of the Village of Summit as being in compliance with all pertinent
ordinances.

Should the permitted conditional use be abandoned in any manner, or discontinued in
use for twelve (12) months, or continued other than in strict conformity with the
conditions of the original approval, or should the petitioner be delinquent in payment
of any monies due and owing to the Village, or should a change in the character of the
surrounding area or the use itself cause it to be no longer compatible with the
surrounding area, or for similar cause based upon considerations of public health,
safety or welfare, the conditional use may be terminated by action of the Village
Board of the Village of Summit following referral to the Plan Commission for the
Village of Summit for recommendation and public hearing thereon.

Any change, addition, modification, alteration and/or amendment of any aspect of this
conditional use, including, but not limited to an addition, modification, alteration,
and/or amendment to the use, premises, structures, lands or owners, other than as
specifically authorized herein, shall require a new permit and all procedures in place
at the time must be followed.

. Unless this conditional use permit expressly states otherwise, plans that are
specifically required by this conditional use order may be amended upon the prior
approval of the Plan Commission if the Plan Commission finds the plan amendment
to be minor and consistent with the conditional use permit. Any change in any plan

Local man rehabilitates breeder dogs to be placed into homes

SUMMIT — Dogs are always there
for their owners when something is
wrong and for a few lucky adult dogs,
Annabelle Acres owner Tony Wede-
ward and the rest of his family are
there for them when they need help
aflter a life of breeding.

Annabelle Acres is a small business
in Summit that takes in full-bred
Labs from breeders who don’t need
the dogs anymore and works with
them to get them ready to be compan-
ion dogs.

“We take in retired Labs, mostly
moms that have had litters,” Wede-
ward said. “They retire them after
four litters or by the time they are
four years old.

“A lot of these dogs haven't been
inside, seen a television before or
even know how to sit or stay”

The retired Labs typically stay with
the Wedewards at their home for two
to three months, where he works with
them to get them healthy and learn
social skills, he said.

Since most families look for pup-
pies to grow up with their children,
Wedeward said his main client base
is empty nesters, veterans and ser-
vice personnel.

Wedeward offers a pen area where
the dogs are free to run around and
chase animals living on the land, as
well as a pool for the dogs to swim in
during the summer.

Wedeward said he and his family
came up with the idea after he want-
ed to start slowing down at work, but
not completely retire. In addition, he
said the death of their family Lab,
Annabelle, pushed them towards this
kind of work.

“1 wanted to do something so we
could give back to the community in
some fashion,” he said. “We just have
alove for Labs and dogs.”

Wedeward has four dogs of his own
right now, and three dogs going
through Annabelle Acres, Sarah,
Grizz and Shelby.

Sarah, social skills

Sarah, a chocolate Lab, came to
Annabelle Acres overweight and
unmotivated, Wedeward said.

“Her tail wasn't wagging, her head
was down,” Wedeward said. “Now
she has lost 25 pounds and she is run-
ning all over the place, her tail is
wagging. Now she hops on the couch
in our garage all by herself, when
before she couldn’t get up without my
help.”

Wedeward said he helps the dogs’

social skills by introducing them to
people and bringing them around
town.

“The first time I brought Sarah to
Home Depot, she was scared to death
and now she walks down the aisles
with her tail wagging,” Wedeward
said. “That's what really makes us
proud and know we are doing the
right thing.”

Despite plenty of people looking to
adopt Sarah, Wedeward said he does-
n't match dogs with families until the
dog is healthy and ready to be with
the family,

“Dogs need to be ready to go as a
companion. Some dogs are closer
than others on how to be a house
trained dog,” he said. “Don’t want to
give them a dog that requires a lot of
work from the get go.”

But when that day comes, Wede-
ward finds it hard to hold back.

“I'm pretty much batting 1,000. For
every dog I've placed, I've cried,” he
said.

Wedeward said he works with all
local businesses to spread word
about his business and tries to use as
much local business as he can to
help run it.

as impact on surrounding properties as to noise, dust, smoke, odor or other similar
factors, determined that the use would not violate the spirit or intent of the Zoning Code
for the Town of Summit, would not be contrary to the public health, safety or general
welfare of the Town of Summit, would not be hazardous, harmful, noxious, offensive or
nuisance by reason of smoke, dust, odor, or other similar factors and will not for any
other reason cause a substantial adverse effect on the property values and general
desirability of the neighborhood as long as the conditional use is operated pursuant to the
following conditions and in strict compliance with the same.

THEREFORE IT IS ORDERED AS FOLLOWS:

Commencing upon the date hereof, a Conditional Use Permit for the subject
premises is hereby approved. The Conditional Use Permit granted herein shall apply
only to this specific use of the aforesaid premises by Travis Loften and the Conditional
Use Permit shall continue in existence only so long as the conditional use is operated in
compliance with this Permit. This Conditional Use Permit is subject to initial and
continued compliance with each and every one of the following conditions, restrictions
and limitations.

A. This conditional use is granted to permit a hobby kennel for up to seven (7) dogs
more than 6 months of age, and related facilities on the subject property, subject to
the following conditions:

1. OPERATION: The operation and layout shall be in substantial compliance with
the attached site plan and operational plans and drawings on file with the Village
of Summit and with the application and representation made to the Plan
Commission of the Village of Summit on February 21, 2019. The premises shall,
at all times, be maintained in a neat and orderly condition.

2. USE: Kennel runs within the detached garage shall be used for the housing of up
to six dogs more than 6 months of age, specifically, post-maternal female
Labrador Retrievers. Other dogs more than 6 months of age may be on the
property as pets of the owner, but in no case shall there be more than seven (7)
dogs more than 6 months of age on the property at any one time.

3. BUILDING: The kennel building shall consist of the existing 875 square foot
garage, with an outdoor run area of approximately 6,000 square feet. This
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building may not be expanded or relocated without permission of the Plan
Commission. The existing building meets the required setbacks.

4. OUTDOOR LIGHTING: Outdoor lighting, if any, shall be no more than standard
residential fixtures of ordinary residential intensity.

5. EMPLOYEES: No employees are permitted as part of the conditional use permit.

6. GARBAGE. REFUSE AND WASTE MATERIAL: Garbage, refuse and waste
products shall not be stored outside the building and any garbage or refuse shall
be disposed of through the usual weekly trash pickup. Animal waste material
accumulated shall be periodically spread on the farm field to the east of the
kennel.

7. NOISE: If there shall be complaints about unusual noise, inconsistent with the
normal residential character of the neighborhood, the Plan Commission shall hold
a public hearing, upon due notice, and shall make reasonable rules and regulations

in such regard.

8. NOT TRANSFERABLE: This Conditional Use Permit is issued specifically to
the Petitioner. The Conditional Use Permit is not transferable to new owners of

the subject property.

9. ACCEPTANCE: As a condition precedent to the issuance of a Conditional Use
Permit, Tony and Jackie Wedeward are required to accept the terms and
conditions of the same in its entirety in writing.

. Any use not specifically listed as permitted shall be considered to be prohibited
except as may be otherwise specifically provided herein. In case of a question as to
the classification of the use, the question shall be submitted to the Plan Commission

for the Village of Summit for determination.

. No use is hereby authorized unless the use is conducted in a lawful, orderly and
peaceful manner. Nothing in this order shall be deemed to authorize any public or
private nuisance or to constitute a waiver, exemption or exception to any law,
ordinance, order or rule of either the Village of Summit, the County of Waukesha, the
State of Wisconsin, the United States of America or other duly constituted authority,
except only to the extent that it authorizes the use of the premises above described in
any specific respects described herein. This order shall not be deemed to constitute a
building permit, nor shall this order constitute any other license or permit required by
the Village ordinance or other law.

. This conditional use hereby authorized shall be confined to the premises described,
without extension or expansion other than as noted herein, and shall not vary from the
purposes herein mentioned unless expressly authorized in writing by the Plan
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Commission of the Village of Summit as being in compliance with all pertinent
ordinances.

. Should the permitted conditional use be abandoned in any manner, or discontinued in
use for twelve (12) months, or continued other than in strict conformity with the

Summary:

residence. It appears this condition is met.

The owner maintains the residential character of the structures and premises in a manner
compatible with the residential neighborhood so as not to adversely affect neighboring
properties.

Summary:

A
residence was razed from the northern lot in 2023. The septic system was abandoned and the
well is still serving the barn and shed.

Total Area: Lot 1 =5.5 acres; Lot 2 = 3 acres. The densities provided in R-2 Zoning are more
restrictive than the Land Use Plan and would yield a total of 4 residential units. The applicant has
requested that the remaining two density credits be given to Lot 1. A note will be added to the
CSM for review by Village Board.

Sanitary Sewer System available: The property is served by a private septic system and well.
The applicant has completed soil testing and Waukesha County Environmental Health Division
has determined that Lot 2 is suitable for a conventional septic system. Lot 1 is already served by
a septic system.

Water System Available: Lot 1 is served by a private well. Lot 2 will be served by a private well.

Natural Resources: There may be Primary Environmental Corridor that extends into the CSM. If
so, this area will need to be protected by preservation restrictions noted on the CSM.

Planner Comments:

o An impact fee will need to be paid at time of building permit issuance, specifically
related to park fees and address signs.

o Debra Michael’s signatures should read “Administrator-Clerk/Treasurer.”

o The label for the kettle boundary on sheet 1 should include a reference to the note on

sheet 2. Additional information explaining the purpose of the boundary may need to be
added to the note, pending engineer review.

o A note shall be added to the CSM that states “The entire area of this CSM is located
within the Village of Summit’s Shoreland Jurisdictional Boundary.”

o The density credit note referenced above shall be added to the CSM.

Recommended Motion: No motion is required at this time. The applicant is seeking feedback
prior to submitting any formal applications.

Summary:
The applicant attended Plan Staff meetings in January, February, and April with varying

renditions of a concept proposal to divide the subject property into an 18 or 19-lot single-family
residential subdivision. The calculations were based on pre-survey data. The current proposal
includes a conservation type subdivision that protects natural resources, avoids wetland fill, and
consolidates the lots to provide for common open space that all lot owners can enjoy. Regardless
of the type of development, the applicant will need to rezone the property since it is currently in
the A-1 Agricultural District. R-1 Estate Residential Zoning would match the neighboring
property to the west and lots to the east.

The property has been surveyed and the overall lot acreage is 61.95 acres. Allowable density for
a conservation subdivision is calculated based on several factors. Below is a summary of
calculations. The land use plan recommends maintaining the current zoning standards for density
calculations.

Land Type Acres
Upland (no PEC/WL/FP) (1 unit/2.4-acres) 38.71
Upland PEC (1 unit/5 acres) 11.14
Wetland/Floodplain (no density credit) 7.5
Proposed Road ROW 4.6
Total 61.95

As part of a conservation design subdivision in the R-1 Zoning District, each lot can be a
minimum of 1-acre instead of 2 acres. The minimum lot width can be 180 ft. instead of 220 ft.
The applicant is proposing to meet the standards of the conservation subdivision. All lots will be
at least 1-acre in size and 180 ft. in width. There must be at least 40% open space. The applicant
is proposing 31.52 acres of open space, whereas 18.1 acres is required.

The applicant is seeking feedback regarding the proposed subdivision layout and grading plan.
The subdivision will include a road connection to the Ravinia Park subdivision on Meadow Park
Place. A temporary turnaround will need to be removed as part of the road connection. The road
connection was anticipated when Ravinia Park was platted. The applicant is also proposing an
outlot that will be reserved for a potential road extension to serve the adjacent lot to the south for
future development purposes.

Several of the lots will consist of high groundwater conditions. It appears that several of the lots
will include 5-7 ft. of fill. There are several stormwater facilities that are intended to capture
stormwater runoff.

The properties will be served by private septic systems and wells.

All natural resource areas will be protected in common open space with associated restrictions.
The applicant is communicating with the Wisconsin Department of Administration to determine
if public access is required to the Bark River, which abuts the west side of the property.

Considerations:

o Based on planner calculations, the property is limited to 17 residential units.
o The applicant will need to apply to rezone the property to the R-1 Residential District.
o Stormwater Management will need to be reviewed as part of the Subdivision Plat. In

addition to the issuance of a Stormwater Permit, A Stormwater Maintenance Agreement
will need to be reviewed and approved and recorded with Waukesha County Register of

Deeds.

o A Master Grading Plan should be reviewed as part of the Subdivision Plat review and
shall include the review of driveway slopes.

J A Developer’s Agreement, Subdivision Restrictions, Outlot Maintenance Plan, and Letter

of Credit may all need to be submitted for review and approval.

Possible Motion: Motion to adopt the enclosed resolution recommending that Village Board
approve the proposed Village of Summit Future Land Use Map amendment of the Village of
Summit 2045 Comprehensive Plan from the Industrial/Business Park designation to the
Institutional designation on property located in the northwest corner of the Pabst Farms
Boulevard and N. Sawyer Road intersection, more specifically Lot 2 of CSM 11510, located in
Section 14, T7N, RI7E, Village of Summit.

Summary:
The subject property is 41.77 acres in size and is part of the Pabst Farms holdings. The property

is in Utility District #3, Pabst Farms Utility District, and will be served by public sewer and
water. The property is also part of the Pabst Farms Joint Stormwater Management District.

The applicant is proposing to amend the future land use map category on the subject property
from the Industrial/Business Park designation to the Institutional designation to accommodate
development of a K-12 day school campus with outdoor amenities, including athletic fields,
parking, etc. Since the applicant’s proposal would potentially allow the applicant to pursue a
Conditional Use request for a day school, discussion related to the applicant’s proposed
operation should not occur during the meeting. Discussion related to the proposed
development/operation of the site should occur during the public hearing of such Conditional
Use application.

The Village of Summit 2045 Comprehensive Plan states that the industrial/business park
designation is designated for areas with light to medium intensity business uses such as corporate
office facilities, light manufacturing and warehousing. Medium to heavy intensity uses such as
large manufacturing facilities or chemical processing are not permitted. Additional provisions are
stated in the plan. The institutional designation includes areas of governmental, educational,
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religious, or medical uses. The plan suggests that zoning code amendments be considered to
ensure that the uses identified in the institutional classification are allowed as permitted and/or
conditional uses within the Institutional Zoning District. In order for the uses to be allowed in
each of these land use designations, the subject property in question would need to be rezoned
accordingly. The BP Business Park Zoning District most aligns with the Industrial/Business Park
land use designation and the IN Institutional Zoning District most aligns with the Institutional
land use designation. Plan Commission should consider if the proposed uses in the Institutional
land use designation and IN Institutional Zoning District category align with the goals,
objectives, and policies of the comprehensive plan. The land use designations from the
comprehensive plan and the zoning district permitted and conditional uses, as well as a summary
of the goals, objectives, and policies from the comprehensive plan are included in the electronic
packet for review.

The Village of Summit and City of Oconomowoc Land Use Plan Maps are included in the
electronic packet. A summary of changes made by the City of Oconomowoc since the
preparation of the 2019 map is also included in the electronic packet.

In accordance with the provisions of the Public Participation Plan that was adopted as part of the
Village of Summit 2045 Comprehensive Plan, all residents within 500 ft. were notified of the
April Plan Commission meeting. Public input was provided and considered by the Plan
Commission. Minutes from the meeting are included in the packet. Public input will also be
available at the May Plan Commission meeting. If the Plan Commission adopts a resolution
recommending an amendment to the land use plan map, a public hearing will take place at
Village Board, which may occur jointly with Plan Commission.

At the April Plan Commission meeting, the Planner was advised to draft a resolution for
consideration including restrictions related to a project completion deadline and the intended use
being specified and subject to a rezone and potentially a Conditional Use. Other concerns
included traffic impacts, fiscal impacts, and property ownership. Plan Commission stated that
drafting of a resolution does not ensure support. The resolution will be added to the packet in
advance of the meeting.
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Lands located in the northeast corner of STH 18 and CTH BB (SUMT0697998005 and
SUMTO0697990) are included in this category to allow for redevelopment of this area in
combination with the existing commercial uses. Due to the length of time for utility
service, the Village Board may waive the sewer requirement based on the plan proposed.

The Village Board may consider an amendment on a portion of property located at 35535
Delafield Road (SUMT0665998) along CTH DR from the SF 2.4-acre density
classification to the Mixed-Use classification at such time sewer is available to the
property.

Residential uses are only allowed if commercial uses are present within the same
development. More intensive commercial/office uses should be placed closer to the
exterior roadways, with any residential component and site buffering the adjacent uses.

Residential density is limited to four (4) units per acre, with the exception of two

properties, which are limited to ten (10) units per acre:

- Summit Village Commons property identified as SUMT0661977, 3.89 acres. This
property was transferred into the previously designated Multi-Family Residential
Development classification in 2020 to accommodate a condominium development.
Since that land use classification has been replaced with a residential density of
0.25-acres per unit, the property has been reclassified as part of this comprehensive
plan update to the Mixed-Use classification. Since the Summit Village Commons
development includes a mix of uses and remainder of the development is identified
as Mixed-Use, this classification is more appropriate.

— 2133 N, Sawyer Road, SUMT0670997, 18.1 acres.

e industrial/business park land use category is designated for areas with light to medium

intensity business uses such as corporate office facilities, light manufacturing and warehousing.
Medium to heavy intensity uses such as large manufacturing facilities or chemical processing are

not permitted.

Development under this land use would only be allowed if public sewer is available.

If municipal water is available within 1,000 lineal feet and provided by the City of
Oconomowoc, then this must also be extended and included in the development.

Zoning Code text changes should be considered to ensure building size, design, height
and lot size are appropriate with consideration given to adjacent developments.

Lands within the Pabst Farm development east of STH 67 are identified with this land
use classification based on utility service agreements with the City of Oconomowoc.

The lands west of Dousman Road and north of CTH DR are shown with this land use
classification based on the boundary agreement and utility service agreements with the
City of Oconomowoc. These lands may not have utility extensions from the City until 80%
of the Corporate Center east of this property is developed.

The property located at 2911 N. Dousman Road (SUMT0637007) was included in this
land use classification on March 8, 2018, based on available sewer from the City of
Oconomowoc as part of the Silver Lake Utility District, existing building design and layout
on the site, and the ability to redevelop the site in coordination with development already
on the property.

9.7.8  Environmental Corridors

These areas include Primary Environmental Corridor, Secondary Environmental Corridor, and
Isolated Natural Resource Areas. These areas have been mapped due to their environmental
diversity and importance to the natural ecosystems of the Village of Summit. Corridors are more
specifically defined in Chapter 6.

All new single-family residential development that occurs on parcels with Primary Environmental
Corridor, Secondary Environmental Corridor, or Isolated Natural Resource Area shall be provided
a density credit of 1 unit per 5 acres for the acreage with these resource designations. It is
recommended that density credit from these areas be transferred to non-corridor lands on the
same property. Lots that include environmental corridor as part of the building envelope shall be
at least 2 acres in size and the limits of disturbance shall be established as part of the zoning
code. Lowland portions, areas that are floodplains and wetlands, are recommended to not be
filled and be kept free from future development.

Primary Environmental Corridor - SEWRPC defines Primary Environmental Corridors as
concentrations of significant natural resources at least 400 acres in size, two miles long, and 200
feet in width.

Secondary Environmental Corridor - Secondary Environmental Corridors are defined by
SEWRPC as concentrations of significant natural resources being at least one mile long and 100
acres in area.

Isolated Natural Resource Areas - Isolated natural resource areas consist of remaining
significant natural resources that are isolated from environmental corridors. They are areas at
least five acres in size and at least 200 ft. in width.

9.79 Wetlands

Wetlands are defined in the Wisconsin Statutes as “an area where water is at, near, or above the
land surface long enough to be capable of supporting aquatic or hydrophytic vegetation and
which has soils indicative of wet conditions.” These areas are unsuitable for development due to

Possible Motion: Recommend Village Board initiate text amendments to allow day schools as a
permitted use and/or conditional use with amended conditions in the IN Institutional District.

Summary:
The intent of Section 111-356 Institutional District states that the district includes areas of

governmental, educational, religious, or medical property uses. Other quasi-public uses and
major public utility facilities are included in this category. The district does not distinguish
between private or public agency projects or facilities.

Although educational uses were listed in the intent section of the Institutional District, there were
no provisions that allowed them until 2021. In 2021, a request was made to allow day schools as
a Conditional Use in the Institutional District. The proposed amendments were adopted. As part
of the 2045 Comprehensive Plan update completed in 2023, it was identified that zoning code
amendments should be considered to ensure that the uses identified in the Institutional
classification area are allowed as permitted and/or conditional uses. The subcommittee
specifically discussed considering day schools as a permitted use.

Staff is requesting the Plan Commission consider whether the Village should initiate a text
amendment to allow day schools as a permitted and/or conditional use with amended conditions.
The existing conditions related to a day school are included in the packet. The conditions limit
the use to a single property in the Village, which is located in the southwest corner of HWY 18
and CTH P, Abundant Life Church.



Sec. 111-321. Conditional uses permitted.

Subject to the foregoing, in addition to such uses enumerated in the district regulations, the village may
permit the following general conditional uses in the districts specified, provided further that the plan commission

shall hold a

public hearing and approve the location, building and site plans and plan of operation for any such
use:

Continuation of existing conditional use permits. Any conditional use permit granted pursuant to
conditional use authority that has since been repealed and that was in effect, and the use was in
operation on the date of such repeal, that is no longer an allowed use of the property, shall be allowed
to continue as a conditional use subject to all conditions stated in the conditional use order. Any such
conditional use permit that requires compliance with a section of the Village of Summit Zoning and
Shoreland Protection Ordinance that has since been repealed, shall continue to require compliance
with the referenced section as it existed immediately prior to such repeal and the repeal of such
provision is stayed solely for such existing conditional use permit(s). These continuation provisions are
intended to preserve the status quo for all rights and responsibilities incurred or accrued prior to the
adoption of any ordinance that changes a conditional use to a prohibited use. Nothing herein shall be
interpreted to prevent existing conditional use permit holders from applying to amend their
conditional use pursuant to all laws in effect at the time of the application, or as set forth in the
conditional use permit including those amendments requiring a public hearing.

Day schools. Day schools are only allowed by conditional use permit in the IN Institutional District and
are subject to the following regulations, in addition to any specific conditions that may be imposed by
the plan commission:

a.  The day school must obtain and continuously maintain a valid license from the State of Wisconsin
permitting the operation of a school on the subject property.

b.  Any building used for a day school must meet the requirements of the Wisconsin Fire Code and
pass any required periodic fire inspections.

c. A day school cannot allow any overnight housing.
d.  The parcel shall include at least eight acres of land under one ownership.

e.  The parcel shall front or abut directly upon a County Trunk Highway or State Trunk Highway and
access to the parcel shall be directly from the County Trunk Highway or State Trunk Highway.

f. The parcel shall not abut a lake or river.
g. All buildings shall be a minimum of 75 feet from any property line.

h.  Off-street parking shall be designed and provided in accordance with article VI of chapter 111-
Zoning and Shoreland Protection.

i The principal building shall include at least 30,000 square feet in area on the first floor.
j. An adequate septic system or sewer connection shall be provided for any operating day school.

k. The applicant must prepare, submit, and obtain approval of all plans in compliance with article X
of chapter 111 - Zoning and Shoreland Protection subject to the following conditions:

1.  The uses of all existing structures shall be identified on the site plan and plan of operations.

2. Any outdoor athletic fields, playgrounds and instruction areas shall be identified on the site
plan and plan of operations, and they shall be used only by the day school.

3.  The day school may serve students in grades pre-kindergarten through 12t grade.

(Supp. No. 8)
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4, A day school may be operated by the property owner or leased to a public or private entity.
5. A day school shall not exceed 500 total students.

6. Indoor and outdoor operations shall be limited to Monday through Friday from 7:00 a.m. to
6:15 p.m. and Saturdays from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Special events such as concerts or
indoor group meetings shall be limited to two events per week after 6:15 p.m. In no case,
shall any special event continue past 10:00 p.m.

7.  The plan of operations shall include provisions for professional traffic control during the
beginning and end of the school day, such that stacking of vehicles will occur on private
property and not on public roads, with off-street parking provisions for students between
9thand 12t grade.

8. Exterior lighting shall be for parking lot and circulation only. No athletic field lighting will be
permitted.

9. A day school may not be operated or maintained in a manner so as to result in a public
nuisance as defined within Chapter 18 of the Village of Summit, County of Waukesha,
Wisconsin, Code of Ordinances.

Regulated household animals. Regulated household animals shall be subject to the following
conditions, limitations, procedures, and exceptions.

a.

Number of dogs limited. The keeping of dogs by regulated household animal conditional use is
limited to the number of dogs described below. Note that "net parcel area" is described in
subsection (3)c below.

1. Three acres or less. On parcels three acres or less in net area, no more than three dogs
required to be licensed by state statute shall be kept on the parcel.

2. Three to ten acres. On parcels larger than three acres but less than 10 acres in net area, no
more than seven dogs required to be licensed by state statute shall be kept on the parcel.

3. Ten acres or larger. On parcels ten acres or larger in net area, no more than 15 dogs
required to be licensed by state statute shall be kept on the parcel.

Number of confined hobby animals (as defined herein) limited. The keeping of confined hobby
animals (as defined herein) by regulated household animal conditional use is limited to the
numbers described below. Note that "net parcel area" is described in subsection (3)c below.

1.  Less than four acres. On parcels less than four acres in net parcel area, no confined hobby
animals other than horses shall be kept on the parcel. Horses may be permitted at a level
of one horse for each two acres of net area.

2. Four acres or larger. One confined hobby animal, including horses may be permitted for
each two acres of net parcel area.

Regulated household animal regulations. The keeping of regulated household animals by
conditional use permit is subject to the following regulations, in addition to any specific
conditions that may be imposed by the plan commission:

1.  No commercial activities. Commercial activities such as sale or breeding of regulated
household animals are prohibited unless specifically recognized and defined in the adopted
plan of operations and exempted under Section 111-321(C)(7).
