Supervisor Roehl stated the committee met and discussed the following:

Supervisor Roehl stated that the Planning Committee was concerned about previous use of our Township Land. The committee made a recommendation to possibly fine company as well as decline access and deny temporary road.  Mr. Sedlacek was attending meeting and stated was not aware of the necessary permit needed since the driveway was already existing.  Completed application process as soon as they were made aware Mr. Sedlacek stated. Would like to put a 60 foot culvert.
Board discussed and stated that they would like to allow the company to complete the culvert in the temporary existing driveway after listening to Mr. Sedlacek.  Motion made by Chairman Tiegs, second by Supervisor Draus to allow the company to put a 12x60 culvert into the road.
· Permit for Jordan & Megan Harelstad for House/Garage on Bennor Road was reviewed and approved by the Planning Committee.  Will have Clerk retrieve our Building Permit to approve at next meeting for Building Permit for Township.
· Planning Committee discussed the Township Website and how hard it is to locate items. Chairman Tiegs, Supervisor Roehl and the Clerk will work to make website more accessible for our residents when trying to access.
