Supervisor Mike Huber called to order the Regular Town Board Meeting with Supervisor Bob Viltz, Supervisor Mike Hoefs, Clerk Liz Simonsen, maintenance employee Jim Kolander, Burnett Co Supervisor Chuck Awe, 6 residents present. 
Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Public Comments: Kevin Shetler, Siren School Administrator, gave a presentation on Operating Referendum for 1,800,000 that is on the April 7th, 2026 Election Ballot.
Agenda: Motion made by Mike Hoefs and seconded by Bob Viltz to approve the Agenda. Motion carried.

· Ronald Meyer, Assessor will be visiting properties in Town of Daniels for revaluations starting around April 1, 2026
·  Seasonal Weight Limitations are effective at noon on Friday, March 6, 2026.  Any exemptions will be referred to Mike Huber for issuing permits.

He was advised to fill application with Burnett Co Zoning.   
Burnett Co Report: Chuck Awe gave a report on Burnett Co board and committee meetings.  Report is attached.  
Regular Town Board Meeting: Motion made by Mike Hoefs and seconded by Bob Viltz to approve the Regular Town Board Meeting minutes of February 10, 2026.  Motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report: Motion made by Mike Hoefs and seconded by Bob Viltz to accept the Treasurer’s Report for February, 2026. Motion carried.
Road Report: The Town Board discussed the LSSIP (local small structures improvement program) for Shearman Rd.  The application is due on May 1st, 2026.   A DNR permit may be required, the bidding process may include an option to replace the structure with culverts.  More gravel is needed on Blomberg Rd before paving.  Motion made by Mike Hoefs and seconded by Bob Viltz to give Mike Huber the go ahead to advertise for bids for paving Blomberg Rd.  Motion carried.  The Spring Road Tour was set for Saturday, March 21st, 2026 at 8:00 a.m. meeting at the Daniels Town Hall.
Siren Fire Association Meeting: Meeting will be on Wednesday, March 18, 2026 at 6:00 p.m.  Notices will be posted at Town Hall and Website.
Frederic Rural Fire Association Meeting: Meeting will be April 13th, 2026 at 6:00 p.m. 
Mudhen Lake Rehabilitation Meeting: Board of Commissioners virtual meeting on March 11, 2026, 7:00 p.m.

Annual Meeting: The annual meeting was set last year for April 21, 2026.  Motion to hold Regular Town Board Meeting the same night following the Annual Meeting was made by Mike Huber and seconded by Mike Hoefs.  Motion carried.
