Supervisor Mike Huber called to order the Regular Town Board Meeting with Supervisor Bob Viltz, Supervisor Mike Hoefs, Clerk Liz Simonsen, maintenance employee Jim Kolander, 5 residents and 1 nonresident present. 
Pledge of Allegiance was recited at Annual meeting.
Public Comments: none
Agenda: Motion made by Mike Hoefs and seconded by Bob Viltz to approve the Agenda. Motion carried.
Announcements: Open Book will be September 30th and Board of Review will be October 7th, both at 5 p.m and at the Town Hall.  
Chairman Report:   Mike Huber stated the Road Restrictions went off on Monday, April 20th at noon.     
Burnett Co Report: Chuck Awe was not present, no report.  
Regular Town Board Meeting: Motion made by Mike Hoefs and seconded by Bob Viltz to approve the Regular Town Board Meeting minutes of March 10, 2026.  Motion carried.
Special Town Board Meeting and Road Tour: Motion by Mike Huber and seconded by Mike Hoefs to approve the Special Town Board Meeting and Road Tour meeting minutes of March 21, 2026.  Motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report: Motion made by Mike Hoefs and seconded by Mike Huber to accept the Treasurer’s Report with amendment for addition error for March, 2026. Motion carried.
Road Report: The Town Board discussed the LSSIP (local small structures improvement program) for Shearman Rd.  Mike Hoefs gave a cost estimate.  Motion was made by Bob Viltz and seconded by Mike Huber to approve the estimate for submission of LSSIP grant.  Motion carried. The application is due on May 1st, 2026.  Burnett Co will be hauling gravel on Blomberg Rd in preparation for blacktopping.  The Town Board discussed filling the potholes on Daniels 70.  
Frederic Rural Fire Association Meeting: Meeting was April 13th, 2026.  They took action to rollover more funds in CD account. 
Siren Fire Association Meeting: The Town Board discussed the Intermunicipal Cooperation Agreement amendments advising that a page at the end of the original document should be added for dates and signatures when amended. 
North Memorial Ambulance Meeting: Meeting was held on April 15th for municipality Chairmans and Presidents to plan the next contract with municipalities.  A committee was formed. 
Mudhen Lake Rehabilitation Meeting: Board of Commissioners virtual meeting was on March 11th.  Mike Hoefs reported they are continuing to discuss organization and issues with invasive management.  They will have their own mail delivery box.  Next meeting is a remote commissioner meeting on April 28th at 7:00 p.m.  
Cemetery Report: Motion made by Mike Huber and seconded by Mike Hoefs to approve Cemetery deed for Plot K2F-1 to Jeffrey and Kimberly Ristrom.  Motion carried.  Lee Helene will be mowing the cemetery this year.
