Regular Meeting Minutes
April 14, 2026

Meeting called to order at 6:30. Chairman Lilla asked if public notice requirements were met for the meeting; Clerk Wener affirmed public notice requirements were met.
Supervisor Kujak made a motion to approve the prior month regular meeting minutes. Seconded by Supervisor Kramer. Verbal vote, motion carried. 

Public Comments:  Treasurer Tiedje shared comments from Courtney Glodowski expressing appreciation for the work done by Rick Kujak, snowplow operator, to keep roads open during the last major snowstorm.
Road Maintenance and Future Road Projects:  Chairman Lilla noted that trucks will be cleaned up from the winter to remove salt and sand.  Supervisor Kramer asked if we could do some spot mowing before crops are planted to mow a few locations that become difficult to mow after planting season.  It was affirmed that the mowing of certain spots should occur.  Chairman Lilla shared the town was apporvied for the LRIP project of reconstruction on Glodowski Road with a 70/30 cost share.  Also noted at the road review meeting spraying vs brush cutting would be discussed as would review of a few spots for some minor road work.  
Fire Department By-laws and Update: Ken Frahm, fire department member, mentioned a successful chicken q fundraiser was held.  In addition, Stockyards hosted a fundraiser with proceeds to be split between fire and first responders; totals will be available next month.  The by-laws have been discussed.  August 15 the next fire department fundraiser will be held.  Jessie Bawek, first responder, mentioned a refusal of care form could be developed, but their preference is to not create a form.  
Dodge Sanitary District:  Charles Kulas, operator mentioned all pipes will be sandblasted in the future.  
Fee Schedule Discussion: Supervisor Kujak made motion to adopt and approve the fee schedule. Seconded by Supervisor Kramer. Verbal vote, motion carried.
Humane Society Agreement:  Supervisor Kujak made motion to approve the Trempealeau County Humane Society agreement. Seconded by Supervisor Kramer. Verbal vote, motion carried. Signed in meeting.
Co-Aid Road Petition:  Supervisor Kujak made motion to approve Trempealeau County Co-aid road petition. Seconded by Supervisor Kramer. Verbal vote, motion carried. Signed in meeting.
Annual Meeting Agenda and 2025 Financials:  Agenda items and 2025 annual financial report was reviewed and discussed.
Fire Extinguisher Maintenance:  Chairman Lilla noted it’s possible to have Mississippi Welders conduct on-site maintenance of fire extinguishers for a small fee.  Supervisor Kramer made motion to approve the use of on-site fire extinguisher maintenance. Seconded by Supervisor Kujak.  Verbal vote, motion carried. 
Review of Orders:  Orders were reviewed in the meeting. Supervisor Kujak made a motion to approve orders for payment. Seconded by Supervisor Kramer. Verbal vote. Motion carried.
