Supervisor Kramer acquired general quotes for rental of a large brush; rates are $4500 for 40 hours, includes delivery.  Chairman Lilla a rough estimate to spray foam the town shop is $11,000 a more accurate quote will be obtained. 
Chairman Lilla made motion pay Rick Kujak $65/hr for use of skid steer plus wages.  Any further use of the skid steer is to be approved by the board in advance of usage. Seconded by Supervisor Kujak. Verbal vote, motion carried
