AGENDA:  A motion made by Jeff Rasmusen to approve the agenda after moving the Town of Hixon to the first item in the agenda was seconded by Travis Greschner.  All voted aye.

Chair Art Petke welcomed the guests from the Town of Hixwood

MINUTES: A motion by Travis Greschner to approve the minutes from the February 11, 2026 regular meeting 

as corrected was seconded by Art Petke. All voted aye.
A motion by Travis Greschner to approve the minutes from the February 18, 2026 Special meeting was seconded by Art Petke. All voted aye.

TREASURER: A motion made by Travis Greschner to accept the February 28, 2026 treasurer’s report was seconded by Jeff Rasmussen.  All voted aye.

PUBLIC COMMENT: A motion By Jeff Rasmussen to pay the cost of in home WIFI for the clerk at $57.92 per month was seconded by Art Petke. Roll call vote: Art Petke, yes. Jeff Rasmusen, yes. Travis Greschner, no. Motion passed.
ROADS:  Maps of Hixwood Road from the State DOT showing actual sections that the Town of Longwood and the Town of Hixon with a road care proposal were reviewed. The section of Hixwood Road from Hwy 73 going to the dead end on the west end is 2 miles long. Part of that section belongs to the Village of Withee but is maintained by the Town of Longwood. It was proposed that the Town of Longwood maintain the section from Hwy 73 westward 1.25 and the Town of Hixon would maintain the remaining .75 west to the dead end. Hixwood board will meet on Tuesday March 10th and discuss the ideas and one of their board members will contact one of the Longwood members to inform them of the result of their meeting.
The clerk was instructed to publish a notice for gravel bids for 4,000 yards of both gravel and blue granite and dust control for 30,000 gallons more or less.
ZONING: The Treasurer will contact the WTA to get advice on how to deal with overdue property taxes and house fire billing.
PARK: 
Employee Report: The roads are still too frozen to start grading to remove wash board.
Employee is asking for input as to what type of blades should be purchased for the grader once the current supply runs out. Regular or carbide. Both has positive and negative attributes.
MEETINGS: Art Petke reported that the fire district formed a Promotion Committee to interview applicants for the position of Lieutenant under Bob Wilczek and Travis Serocki. There are currently 3 applicants for the lieutenant position.

Art Petke reported that he recommended that the fire district look into borrowing funds for the possible new fire hall from the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands but no one else had heard of them so he is researching.
