AGENDA:  A motion made by Travis Greschner to approve the agenda was seconded by Art Petke.  All voted aye.
MINUTES: A motion by Travis Greschner to approve the minutes from the April 08, 2026 special meeting to postpone Open Book and Board of Review until September was seconded by Art Petke. All voted aye.
A motion by Travis Greschner to approve the minutes from the April 8, 2026 regular meeting

TREASURER: A motion made by Travis Greschner to accept the April 30, 2026 treasurer’s report was seconded by Art Petke.  All voted aye.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  A motion made by Art Petke to dissolve ordinance 040826 was seconded by Travis Greschner. All voted aye.
The clerk was instructed to place advertisements requesting bids on a 48’x54’x16’ pole building to replace the current out of date storage shed. The ads will contain the required specs.

The annual road inspection trip was held on April 26th at 7:00 a.m. No major issues were identified.
