Massachusetts House Bill No. 4835, filed 26 July 2018 — Excerpt re: Board membership

(3) The partnership board may, by 2/3 vote, allow additional members to the partnership board; provided, however, that
the mission of the additional member aligns with the purposes identified in subsection (b); and provided further, that no
additional members shall be allowed if the total number of members from those entities identified in clauses (B) through
(P), exceeds those identified in clause (A) {As of August, 2023 B through P = 15; A= 19}.

(b) The purposes of the Mohawk Trail Woodlands Partnership are:
(i) to support and expand sustainable forest management to enhance public benefits

including, but not limited to, outdoor recreation opportunities, air and water quality, watershed
management, soil conservation, biological diversity, carbon sequestration and storage, fish and
wildlife habitat, forest products and forestry-related jobs and to increase the resiliency of forests to threats
such as fire, ice, wind, insects, disease and invasive pests and plants;

(i) to increase forest land conservation through conservation restrictions that encourage and
support sustainable forest management practices and intact forest ecosystems;

(i) to support and increase sustainable natural resource based economic development and
employment;

(iv) to support and provide comprehensive education and visitor information programs to increase
public understanding of and appreciation for the ecological, recreational and economic benefits of forests;

(v) to support and promote the long-term social and fiscal sustainability of the participating
communities in the area; and

(vi) to create a long-term partnership between towns and cities, regional and other organizations
with a presence in the region, educational institutions, the executive office of energy and
environmental affairs and the United States Forest Service.

Proposed Motion: The Ohketeau Cultural Center of Ashfield, MA, an organization devoted to providing a safe
haven for the Indigenous community in the region and having a mission that aligns with those of the Mohawk Trail
Woodlands Partnership (operating as the Woodlands Partnership of Northwest Massachusetts), the Woodlands
Partnership Board hereby votes to expand its membership by including a representative of the Ohketeau Cultural
Center effective November 1, 2023.

*On Oct. 11, 2022, the Board of the public body created in 2018 voted unanimously to change its name from the “Mohawk
Trail Woodlands Partnership” in its bylaws to operating as the “Woodlands Partnership of Northwest Massachusetts” and
requested the state legislature and USDA Forest Service to officially establish and recognize the new name.
